On July 6, Chester Square Area Neighborhood Association heard Mr. Patel’s presentation proposing to transfer a liquor license from Jamaica Plain to a new liquor store at 1721 Washington Street in our neighborhood. After due consideration, the meeting voted overwhelmingly against locating a liquor store at this location. 
The consensus of the members was that an additional liquor outlet at this location is inappropriate based on the following:
On the same short block of Washington St, we currently have two retail beer & wine outlets. (7-Eleven and Seiyo Sushi). There are also multiple liquor stores located within easy walking distance of this address.
On the advice of our neighbors at Victory House (transitional program for recovering addicts), we believe adding a liquor store to this block would be a negative for the many programs in our area that work with drug and alcohol addiction and for their clients.

While we appreciate Mr. Patel's presentation, the members of CSANA submit that this location is not suited to this neighborhood.
